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GUIDELINES FOR PARENTS

PARENTS
1. Do not force an unwilling young player to participate in hockey.

2. Remember Junior or Mini players are involved in organised sports for their enjoyment, not yours.

3. Encourage your child to always play to the rules and spirit of the game.

4. Teach your child that honest effort is as important as victory.

5. Turn defeat to victory by encouraging your child to work towards skill improvement and good sportsmanship.

6. Never ridicule or shout at your child for making a mistake or losing a competition.

7. Remember that Junior and Mini players learn best by example. Applaud good play by both teams and the umpires.

8. Do not publicly question the umpires’ judgement, and never their honesty.

9. Support all efforts to remove verbal and physical abuse from Junior’s sporting activities.

10. Recognise the value and importance of volunteer coaches.

11. Remember that Juniors have other interests; so be reasonable in your demands on their energy, time and enthusiasm for hockey.

12. Make Juniors aware of the physical fitness values of hockey and also its life long value both recreationally and in personal relationships.

13. Insist that your child uses protective equipment such as a mouthguard and shin pads, to enable them to enjoy hockey with safety.

14. Do not pack your child off to hockey. Go with them and volunteer your services.
