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WELSH INDOOR CHAMPIONSHIPS   2002 / 2003

REGULATIONS

1
CONDITIONS OF ENTRY
1.1 Clubs and players must be affiliated to the WHU

1.2 All teams must pay an entrance fee to the WHU.  This amount will be decided by the WHU Competitions Committee
1.3 nHA Club may enter only one team in the Championship

1.4 A player may only play for one Club during the Championships. 

1.5 All clubs must sign the commitment declaration form     

2
RULES OF THE GAME 

All matches in the Indoor Championships shall be played according to the Rules of the Game of Indoor Hockey as issued by the FIH.

3
CHAMPIONSHIPS RULES;
3.1 For Men’s Championships:
All teams shall play each other 

3.2 For Women’s Championships:
The format and match times will be dependent on the number of teams entered.

3.3 The second named team will change shirt and / or socks in the event of a colour clash.

3.4 Numbers clearly visible shall be worn by all players.

3.5 Points shall be awarded as follows:
WIN


3 points
DRAW

1 point

3.6 In the event of teams finishing with an equal number of points at the end of the Championships, the winner shall be decided using the following criteria:

Highest number of goals for

c)
Winner of the match between the two teams

d)
Should teams remain equal following these criteria, a Penalty Stroke Competition shall take place as per FIH Regulations for Indoor Competitions. 

4
DISCIPLINE
4.1 The WHU Disciplinary Code will apply to all matches

4.2 The WHU Pitch side Code of Conduct will apply to all matches.

5
GENERAL
Should circumstances arise which are not provided for in the Regulations, the Tournament Director shall determine the action to be taken on the day.  

6
DISPUTES / APPEALS
6.1 Any complaint which may arise in connection with these regulations or other matters relating to competition will only be considered if it is sent in writing to the Competitions Committee Chairman within 48 hours of the event / decision.

6.2 The Competitions Committee shall determine the action to be taken.

6.3 Clubs shall have the right of appeal to the Competitions Committee or to the WHU Management and the procedures for this are as laid down in the WHU Right of Appeal.           

7
ELIGIBILITY
7.1 It is recognised that some clubs do not play Indoor Hockey and therefore do not enter a Welsh Indoor Competition.  If there are players in those clubs who wish to play in the Welsh Indoor Championships then they may play for a club which does participate provided they are already affiliated to the WHU and both clubs are in agreement.
7.2 All players participating in Welsh competitions must comply with the WHU Registration Rules (which explain the  mechanism for players transferring from one club to another)

7.3 Players shall not play in any of the competitions covered by these rules if they have played in any competition in that season for a club which is not affiliated to the WHU, without the prior approval of the Competitions Committee Chairman.

8
EUROPEAN CLUB’S CHAMPIONSHIP

The winners of the Welsh Indoor Championships shall be eligible to enter the European Indoor Club Championship.

WHU Competitions Committee
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
